The Difference Between Debit and Credit

So, you are getting ready to
pay for your groceries with your

VISA® check card, and the cashier :'

asks you, “Debit or Credit?”

Ever wonder why you're
asked that?

The merchant is simply asking how you would like the transaction
processed. No matter how you respond—"Debit” or “Credit"—the
purchase will deduct from your checking account. In other words, if you
say “Credit”, the purchase will NOT be billed to a credit card.

What is the difference?

e Processed through the ATM Network.

* You can get cash back from funds available in
your checking account balance, up to the
merchant’s limit. You will then see the cash

back amount added to the total

USA Patriot Act

Regulations

(For Those With a Post Office
Box Address)

In compliance with the USA Patriot
Act, a physical street address is

required on all of our accounts. The Patriot Act was developed to help
the government fight the funding of terrorism and money laundering.
Federal law requires all financial institutions to obtain, verify and record
information that identifies each person who opens a new account.

If you currently have a PO. Box as your mailing address and we
show a physical address as your alternative address, this is okay. If we
do not show a physical address on record, you will be asked to provide

that information.
